This presents a huge setback to efforts to combat climate
change and to transition to a green economy. Even though the
impacts of climate change are becoming more evident every
day, it is unlikely that Congress will act on their own. Given
the current situation in Washington, we must redouble our
efforts to advocate for sustainable and equitable solutions.

For the sake of our children and grandchildren we
must continue to advocate, educate, motivate and vote.
